    THIRD SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY
Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues and proclaiming the good news of the kingdom and curing every disease and every sickness among the people.    Matthew 4.23

In today’s reading from 1 Corinthians 1.9-17 we hear St Paul pleading with people to work together in harmony. It seems the church in Corinth was troubled by people who claimed to belong to sub groups, with preferences for different styles of leadership. Paul appeals to the members of the Church in Corinth to have the same outlook and purpose. It is not that the church has split apart, more that the church has quarrels and factions. They even seem to have party catch-cries: I am for Paul, or for Apollos, or Cephas, or Christ. Paul views these divisions as a denial of the discipleship they have been called to live out. We know from history that such divisions are frequent and longstanding in the church, and indeed in all human groups, be they political parties, businesses, families, or sporting groups. However, in the Church they offence of division is greater given that we claim to be “One body in Christ”. Today we could pause to ask ourselves: Is my preferred option really worth risking division? We could also meditate on the strengths God has given us to enhance unity: Shared hopes, forbearance, tolerance, careful conversation.    Les.
